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News and Views from Your Chapter Educator – Bob Finkelstein 

 A FEW THOUGHTS FOR RIDE LEADERS 

I recently had the opportunity to lead my first ride for the Krazy Koalas and could not 

think of a better bunch of riders to take on this journey.  We had 10 bikes and 11 riders 

going along that day of our Chapter Ride with quite a mix of experience levels, as well as 

few getting used to their new bikes.  Our planned ride involved a little bit of freeway 

riding, some surface streets, but mainly a ride through gently rolling hills and canyons.  

Since this was my first lead I felt it was important for the riders to not only know my 

experience level, but to understand theirs too.  Our pre-ride meeting, ride, and thoughts 

for the day were:   

 Group Expectations: As leader the first thing I want the group to have is a safe and fun riding experience.  Since our riders 

that day had a mix of experience and bikes, I felt it our important to ride to the level of individuals participating.  Rider 

feedback during our initial briefing was critical in understanding how the group should ride.  Some ride little faster, some ride 

a little slower, and canyon twisties can be a little challenging for those on new bikes.  We all agreed our ride would be a bit 

more conservative that day.    

 Ride Plan: A ride plan for our Soledad Canyon / Agua Dulce Ride was E-mailed to membership prior to our meeting.  Hard 

copies were also distributed to those riding that day.  There was a minor change on final stops for lunch that we talked about 

prior to starting our bikes.  

 Ride Set-up:  We would break in to 2 groups of 5 with a designated lead for the 2
nd

 group and a designated sweep / blocker for 

each group.  We would ride with the goal of keeping the groups as close together as possible in appropriate staggered and 

single line formations.  

 Communications:  I do not have a radio on my bike and several others also did not have a radio, or a reliable radio.  Our 

sweep / blockers, as well as our 2
nd

 group lead, were designated because they did have radios.  

I was honored that day to have a fellow Chapter Educator as my “Wing Man” the day of our 

ride.  Jerry Gragg, Ride Educator for CA-2W Clovis Wolf Pack was visiting our meeting 

and joining us on our ride that day.  Although we talked about and used hand signals for our 

ride, Jerry was invaluable communicating potential issues with group separation and when a 

stop when necessary.  Thanks Jerry! 

 Start Your Engines: The final step before beginning our ride was to ensure all riders, safety 

gear, and bikes were in good condition.  A final check and we were ready to go.                    

 The Ride:  Our planned ride for the day was 80 miles and about 2.5 hours long.  There was little to no car traffic on the canyon 

roads, but we still took an easy pace.  At times I could see the groups were well spaced and we adjusted our speeds 

accordingly.  I had ridden this route before and knew the road conditions were generally good.  We still had to be in the watch 

for potential debris from the hillside and communicated such as we rode along.  The weather was a little cool and we hit a few 

breezy spots, but had no significant issues with the road or weather arose. 

 The Finish Line:  We all made it safely to the Route 66 Classic Grill in Canyon Country for lunch.  We all agreed it was a 

good ride for the number and variety of riders.  Some were surprised by the route 

initially thinking it would be a quick freeway trip.  The route through the hills and 

canyons offered some wonderful scenery on roads many had not traveled before.  I was 

happy and relieved that the day went well.  Being a ride leader is a big responsibility as 

we want the members to have a safe and memorable experience.  I learned a lot about 

myself, co-riders, and the effort that goes in to making the day a success.  Thanks again 

to our wonderful members and visitors for their patience.  I am already planning 

another, longer day ride and hope it is as much fun as the one we had in November.
